Text-to-Self Section

Text-to-Self topics help to enrich students’ reading experience. Students write paragraphs that help them relate their own experiences to what they have read in the book. Please suggest a writing prompt along with 4-5 supporting questions and a sample composition that one of your best students might write.

Text-to-Self Writing Prompt

(Sample prompt: In the story, Caleb, Anna and Papa write letters to Sarah. Their letters ask Sarah questions about what she can do, what she likes, and what her life in Maine is like. Sarah writes back with her answers. Write a paragraph about someone you would like to write to. Tell what you would like to learn from that person. (This topic is recommended for students who have read through Chapter 2.))
Questions
Question 1: (Sample question: To whom would you like to write?)

Question 2: (Sample question: Who is this person? What is this person known for?)

Question 3: (Sample question: Why have you chosen to write a letter to this person?)
Question 4: (Sample question: Name one thing you would like to ask this person?)

Question 5: (Sample question: What would you hope to accomplish by writing this letter?)
Sample composition that one of your best students might write:

A good way to learn about someone would be to start a correspondence.  I would like to exchange letters with J. K. Rowling, the author of the Harry Potter books.  She would be a perfect choice for me because I love the Harry Potter books and I want to be a successful author too.  I would like to know if she believes in magic. If I ever get around to writing to her, I hope she will write back to me and answer my question. Writing a letter to a famous author could lead to some interesting information.

Evidence and Inference Section

The evidence and inference section tests whether students have recognized (inferred) the ideas in the book from the details (evidence) given. Please suggest a writing prompt along with 4-5 supporting questions and a sample composition that one of your best students might write. Think about questions that will help students connect details to ideas in the book and infer deeper meaning from their reading.
Evidence and Inference Writing Prompt

(Sample topic: When a tragic event has occurred, people need comfort and reassurance. In the story, Caleb asks Anna to retell the story of the day he was born. Write a paragraph that tells what Anna said to Caleb about the day he was born. (This topic is recommended for students who have read through Chapter 1.))
Questions

Question 1: (Sample question: Why didn't Caleb know his mother?)
Question 2: (Sample question: Think about what Caleb always asks Anna about himself on the day he was born. What does Caleb want to know?)
Question 3: (Sample question: How does Anna answer Caleb's question?)
Question 4: (Sample question: What did Mama do with Caleb, and what did she say to Anna just after his birth?)
Sample composition that one of your best students might write:

Caleb has never known his mother so he often asks Anna to repeat the story of his birth. Unfortunately, Caleb’s mother died the day after he was born. Caleb asks Anna what he looked like when he was born, and Anna tells him he had no clothes, little hair, and looked like pale bread dough. Anna tells Caleb that Mamma gave him to her in a yellow blanket and said, "Isn’t he beautiful, Anna?" Caleb is comforted by the story about the day he was born.
